The answer to these questions is the Education Commission in partnership with the principal and pastor. The Education 
Commission has three primary roles:  
1.  Recommending policy to the pastor   
2.  Stewarding and facilitating the eight areas of the school’s long-range, strategic plan   
3.  Consulting to the pastor and principal as a representative body of parishioners and parents. 
 

The commission is similar to a public school, school board.   We are elected to the commission by you in the elections 
held every May.   We are elected for a three year term.  There are 9 voting members of the commission.  We represent 
you.

Each of us represents a committee with the exception of the president.  The committees are Religious Education,  
Marketing and Public Relations, Facilities, Long Range Plan, Space and Facilities, Curriculum and Technology, MDI, 
Finance and Community.
