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Balance.  More and more I realize the importance of having balance in your life.  As an educator, I see the results of  
imbalance in our students, their families, and in those dedicated teachers who are trying to be fully invested in the  
success of your child as well as be totally there for their families.  Father Jim and I meet on Fridays to plan, talk about 
our future, and blend the school and parish concerns for joint problem solving.  These meetings over tea often result in a 
discussion about our shared vision for our school and our individual theories about education.  Last Friday, the  
conversation turned to balance.   
 

Our schools are finding themselves in the midst of a time of exponential change.  Technology is increasingly becoming 
necessary in this era of digitally savvy children.  This is how they communicate, how they gather information, and how 
they are often reading.  We know that schools must move in this direction, but be balanced in how they approach  
technology in the classroom.  Many schools panic as they see others implementing one-to-one computing (each child has 
a digital device and relies on this to access his textbook and to research information) and they quickly order classroom 
sets of iPads or net books.  Now what?  To invest such a large amount of the budget merely to possess technology in the 
classroom makes no sense if you don’t know what to do with it, don’t have the infrastructure to support it, and don’t 
have adequate security to keep your students safe.  How do you need to adapt the classroom to accommodate 25 or more 
computers and cords, and have enough power sources to charge them?  What happens when a computer goes down?  If a 
student is using this as a textbook, certainly, a replacement needs to be available.  A balanced approach is to put some 
time into building an infrastructure that can support not only the technology needs of 2012, but what we might anticipate 
some time into the future.  Classroom audits need to occur to ensure adequate sources for charging, and policies for use 
of technology need to be developed.  Firewalls and security measures to allow students to only be able to go where we 
know it is safe need to be in place, and teachers need time to get professional development in how to implement and 
manage students on computers to make the most out of learning.  We are currently doing just that. Our Technology 
Committee is hard at work getting that infrastructure in place.  I attend those meetings and can assure you that the  
committee members are wisely and carefully moving us forward to be able to meet any future technology needs we 
might have.  The teachers are using their Smart Boards and are very interested in implementing more technology into the 
classroom.  We are making this a major focus of our Professional Development Plan for the upcoming year.  Balance in 
education means the difference between grasping at technology and managing its use wisely.   
 

Father Jim and I share concerns about maintaining a high performance school with ample opportunities for growth of 
body, mind and spirit, with the growing rate of anxious and stressed children in our culture today. There certainly is a 
balance between excellence in education and exceeding a child’s ability to internalize all that he or she is expected to do 
in a day.  There must be balance between the demands of the school year and the need for a family to connect and  
interact deeply.  Our Christian life is dependent on nurturing our spirit and being a part of community.  Our Teacher 
Leader teams have been tasked with finding ways to bring families together, and bring parents more into our school  
culture. 
 

Father Jim and I are proponents of thinking outside the box.  I invite you to think along with us.  We are finalizing our 
common diocesan calendar for the next year.  It will be similar to this current year.  However, nothing stops us from  
piloting a more family friendly calendar in the following year.  We see the “summer loss” of skills and learning that our 
students experience year after year, necessitating a month or more of “catch up” teaching.  Would an alternative calendar 
that maintains the 180 day school year, but starts earlier and ends a few weeks later with more breaks throughout the 
year be better for families and lessen the summer loss?  There is a school in Caledonia that has this calendar.  They begin 
in the second week of August, and end in the third week of June.  They have a week off in October, a week at Christmas, 
a week off in February for a midwinter break, and a week for Spring break.  I would be interested in creating a  
committee next year to see if there is interest in an alternative calendar for the 2013/14 school year.  Your input in this 
regard would drive that discussion and any subsequent change.  For now, we will remain with the traditional calendar. 
 

As a mother, a grandmother, a teacher and now an administrator, I cannot separate those roles in my ministry at Saint 
Thomas.  Momma Furtwangler worries about anxious children and families who live in their cars between sporting 
events, school and work.  Nana Furtwangler wishes that parents could have the gift of being able to pull your child into 
your lap and waste many hours reading and connecting.  The teacher in me knows that we are putting a lot into the 
school day, and that the educational rewards are great, but require much work from your children, and Principal Furt-
wangler wants to open herself to change if that is needed.  You are the primary educators of your children.  You know 
what is best for your family and for them.  Next year, let’s talk about this and make sure that we are making every at-
tempt to balance school and family life.
