Aquinas
College has a school of Sustainable Business, a wonderful Science Education department, and a school of Education, of
which many of our faculty are alumni, myself included. | hope to help create a Catholic program that would offer
students in the diocese, already enrolled in Catholic schools, an opportunity that would keep them enrolled at their
Catholic school, and allow them to leave at lunchtime to attend the alternative program at Aquinas. This would allow
them to maintain their peer relationships in their own school rather than be removed for a year, and would enable them to
be eligible to play on our diocesan sports teams. The next step is to gather a visionary team together to give the program
a name, flesh out the particulars of the curriculum, invite community partners into the planning and programming, and
set in place a timeline for implementation. If everything falls into place, we are hoping to offer a pilot program in the
last quarter of the next school year. | welcome your thoughts, ideas and suggestions!
