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That those who work in the media may always respect truth, solidarity and the dignity of each person.  
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Last week we celebrated Teacher Appreciation Week at Saint Thomas.  I must say that our faculty is most certainly one 
of the most dedicated, focused and talented group of hand-selected teachers around!  The diversity in our teachers is one 
of the hallmarks of our school.  When I began the hiring process this summer, I knew that the individuals that I was to 
hire for our faculty had to compliment the rest of the faculty.  They needed to be significantly unique, yet blend into who 
we are.

Small, important conversations are happening all over the building.  Teachers are beginning to talk with each other about 
your children.  You would think you were in a room full of proud parents boasting of the marvelous qualities that their 
children possess!  They are nesting for next year already.  I can tell you from personal experience as a teacher at Saint 
Thomas, that these conversations are happening with purpose.  This is the time of year that we begin to imagine our 
classroom full of precious children with another teacher.

Then we look at the unique personality of the class as a whole, and 
the needs of that class.  Then we look at the teacher’s gifts and talents as well as their teaching style.  A great deal of 
humble honesty is expressed and acknowledged, because our most important goal in creating class lists, is to make sure 
that every child has been placed in the best situation for learning possible.  I tell you all of this primarily, because you 
need to know how earnestly our faculty works, not just in the present year, but to assure a wonderful next year for your 
child as well.  I also tell you this because I want you to know that trained professionals who have spent a great deal of 
time learning all about your child’s educational, physical and spiritual needs have created these class lists with deep  
purpose and intent.  I ask you to trust this process.  If you feel that you need to request one teacher over another, please 
know how that might affect this carefully crafted process.  We have included information in this edition of the Pieces 
regarding teacher requests. 
 

We are engaged in many exciting things for our future!  Many space moves will happen over the summer in preparation 
for the creation of a new classroom in the year 2013.  I have enlisted the help of the Space and Enrollment committee, 
who have done an exhaustive space study and have made a creative and exciting recommendation for the new classroom 
space.  We would like to invite you into our discussion on May 21st and 22nd after all of the Masses in room 3 of the 
Lower Level of the Church.  The Space and Enrollment Committee members have offered to tell you about our proposal, 
take you on a tour of the proposed spaces if you would like, and listen to your ideas or concerns.

Next year will feature a renewed commitment to the  
program.  In many schools, bullying is a persistent and 
painful problem.  At Saint Thomas, we will keep our  
focus on healthy living, nurturing relationships and  
remaining a Peaceful People in a Peaceful Place.  Amen! 
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All year we have been planning, collecting crayons, and 
designing our Noah’s Ark crayon mosaic!  The finished 
piece measures 4 feet tall, and a whopping 12 feet long.  
Six panels feature the story of Noah’s Ark, completely 
depicted in recycled crayons.  We have asked five other 
Catholic schools and their communities to take a panel 
and complete it.  Originally, we hoped to offer the mosaic 
to the Children’s Hospital, but because of the hospital’s 
need to clean it frequently, and their restriction of porous 
materials, we needed to find another home.  It was  
decided that since this piece is the outpouring of effort of 
six school and parish communities, it would be wonderful 
to have it reside at Diocesan Square!  Kimberly  
Angelwood, a school parent and artist in her own right, 
has agreed to help me coordinate this huge effort.  She 
will be the interface between the six schools, assuring that 
the quality and integrity of the panels are consistent.  
With the help of Kathy Barth, we are documenting the 
creation of our panel, and the entire collaboration will be 
documented by each school.  We hope to include some 
exciting press in the process.  Soon we will offer some 
times for your family to work on the panel that our school 
is completing.
